Blue Springs Police Department Community & Youth Outreach Unit is offering a free, full day week long summer sports program for boys 6th grade through 8th grade (10-14 years old) for residents or students of the Blue Springs School District. The “Life Sports” program will address the challenges facing middle school aged boys through athletic competitions and daily group discussions and guest speakers. Discussion leaders and guest speakers will include BSPD Officers and leaders in the community. Ideal participants will be middle school aged boys that are positive role models in both their schools, homes and in their community. They must also be physically prepared for a week of competitive athletics.

During the week, participants will compete in the following sport/activities:
Flag Football, Hockey, Soccer, Basketball, Disc Golf, Ultimate Frisbee, Kickball, Softball, Volleyball  and Capture the Flag.
As such, participants will be required to already have an active lifestyle and be prepared to be tired at the days end.
During the week the following topics will be discussed:
Competition/Aggression, Sportsmanship, Being a Man, Drugs and Alcohol and the Challenges of Middle/High School.
Some of the challenges to be discussed include- Time Management, Drugs & Alcohol, Healthy Relationships, Bullying and Suicide Prevention.

Housekeeping Information:
You are responsible for your own transportation to and from the program.
We begin at 8:00am and it lasts until 4:00pm each day. The earliest a participant may be dropped off is 7:45am. Please have participants picked up by 4:00pm.
Participants will be responsible for bringing their own lunch each day.
Participants need to be dropped off at Wilbur Young Park, located just north of Blue Springs South High School in Blue Springs MO.        
If there is a change in destination due to weather or the day’s activity participants will be notified at the earliest opportunity)
Each participant will be provided an athletic shirt to be worn during the program and a water bottle
Participants should be wearing athletic shorts and athletic shoes. All jewelry must be removed before arriving. Any violation of the rules (which will be reviewed the first day) will be cause for dismissal.
All cell phones will be collected and securely stored in a marked Police Department vehicle each day during the camp, and returned at the days end. 
No other electronic devices or valuables are allowed.


Rules:

Attendance and Punctuality- We will be playing a lot of TEAM sports during the week. WE NEED YOU THERE EVERYDAY!
Sportsmanship- Competition creates aggression and a desire to win. Competition is a MUST, but not at the expense of any unsportsmanlike conduct.
Lunches- Participants are required to bring their lunches Monday – Thursday. A cooler will be provided to keep lunches cold. Lunch will be provided on the final day of the program.
